He created a 

new style of painting called 

ñPointillism.ò

Pointillism is painting with 

little dots and dashes of color. 

If you look at Seuratôs 

paintings closely, all you see 

are dots, but when you move 

away from the painting, your 

eyes form the dots into a 

picture.
